In the context of General Aviation, one of the greatest 
flight safety risks for both pleasure flying and the 
smaller commercial operators is unintended flight into 
Instrument Meteorological Condition (IMC) at low 
altitude, often when flying at dusk or by night. Failure 
to divert to an alternate destination or land when 
faced with deteriorating weather and a DVE is too 
often a prime causal factor in fatal accidents in this 
sector of helicopter operations.

In the multi-engined commercial and military operating sectors helicopters are 
required to fulfil roles and missions in very aggressive, often hostile, operational 
environments in all weather conditions, whether by day or night. To maximise 
mission effectiveness and make these costly and complex airborne systems 
provide value for money to the Customer, the User and/or Operator demands 
high operational availability at all time. This drives the operational requirement 
for pilots to be able to fly safely in a DVE, up to and including zero visibility. 

These factors lead to considerable challenges for regulators to define rules, 
procedures and training to prepare pilots for and to control operations in these 
environments. They also provide industrial stakeholders with a clear rationale to  
provide effective products and services, including aircraft, sensors and 
associated systems as well as simulation and flight training, thereby enabling 
operation by trained pilots at adequate levels of situational awareness and safe 
levels of workload.
